e Packerland uses the extraction method of carpet cleaning
e Truck Mount Units
e Each truck mount is equipped with 500 gallon supply and recovery storage tanks. Pack-
erland fills and disposes of water at our facility thus eliminating the disposal of wastewa-
ter at your facility.
e Truck mount units generate approximately 450 psi of water pressure at 180°F to 250°F.
Truck mounts extract water with approximately 15 Ibs of vacuum.
e \Water pressure and temperature is adjusted based on the type of carpet and soil
for optimum cleaning performance.
e High vacuum pressure reduces residual water and decreases dry times.
e Packerland makes every effort to utilize truck mount units whenever possible due to their
superior performance in comparison to portable extractors and dry chemical methods.
Portable Units
e Portable units generate 150-200 psi of water pressure. Portables have no internal water
heating; water temperature is dependent on available tap water. Portables extract water
with 6-8 Ibs of vacuum.
Packerland supplies drying fans at all work sites
All crew members are uniformed Packerland employees supplied with photo ID badges
e Crew members average (6] years of commercial carpet cleaning experience
e Packerland is exclusively a commercial carpet cleaner; our crews are trained to be clean-
ing technicians, not salespeople.
Packerland will pre-spot when necessary
Management personnel will inspect all work the morning following the job to determine if the
job is completed satisfactorily.
